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Russia’s full-scale invasion of Ukraine in 2022 has affected all spheres of life, including
the media. New security-related and administrative constraints have been added to the
global technological, economic and political challenges. Ukrainian media had already
been weakened by the 2014 Russian aggression and the COVID-19 pandemic. Under such
conditions, many outlets turned to engaged journalism, notably membership-based revenue
models. Following the 2022 invasion, the situation further deteriorated. During the first
1.000 days, 329 Ukrainian outlets were closed. In spite of this, media consumption research
indicates that the audience’s trust in Ukrainian media increased after the invasion. One
possible driver of resilience is the development of communities around media organisations,
such as engaged journalism. The aim of this article is to systematise theoretical foundations
and approaches to engaged journalism, situating Ukrainian media within this aspect and
providing a robust theoretical base for subsequent empirical studies. This article is a theory-
driven review supplemented by illustrative empirical examples. To achieve the aim of this
study, the following objectives are set: to clarify terminological boundaries of the “engaged
journalism” concept; to synthesise key theoretical approaches to the audience’s engagement
and the media communities’ formation; to identify parameters suitable for describing
communities in the wartime context; to offer a conceptual model for analysing communities;
to outline further empirical research agenda. Methodologically, this study employs analysis,
synthesis, formalisation, generalisation and comparison. The main output is a seven-
component conceptual model of a media community as the most active audience’s segment.
Such a framework enables comparison of media communities not only by quantitative but
also by qualitative characteristics. In the conclusions and discussion section, the engaged
journalism is emphasised as an instrument of democratic resilience. Citizens—state
interaction is mediated via media communities. At the same time, the Ukrainian example
is studied in the context of war, so the transferability of the research findings to peacetime
contexts requires separate validation.
